Deploying and Updating Applications



ÁDesktop Containers Application Streaming allows you to create a Windows 
Remote Desktop Services (RDS) farm and load balance the execution of 
containerized applications across the farm

ÁData from both locally executed containers and streamed containers can 
synchronize sandbox data so that configuration changes follow the user

ÁExecute applications from Windows, Mac, Android, iOS and Linux or other 
HTML5 supporting browsers

ÁUsing the tDriveyou can ensure data is saved to cloud storage providers

ÁSupport for HSTS (Http Strict Transport Security)
